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Counts of Eurasian Cranes at pre-migratory staging areas
in the Republic of Bashkortostan in 2025

In The republican citizen-science campaign “Saw a
Crane — Please Report It!” has been conducted in the
Republic of Bashkortostan since 2020. The results
of previous years were published in earlier issues of
Newsletter of Flint Crane Working Group of Eurasia
(CWGE) (Polezhankina, 2022, 2023, 2024, 2025). In
2025, the campaign was coordinated by the Regional
Branch of the Russian Geographical Society in the
Republic of Bashkortostan and the Bashkortostan
Branch of the Russian Bird Conservation Union.

Eurasian Crane gatherings began to be recorded since
10 July. By 21 October, data had been submitted by
76 observers from 17 administrative districts of the
Republic of Bashkortostan (Abzelilovsky, Arkhangelsky,
Aurgazinsky, Baymaksky, Baltachevsky, Gafuriysky,
Davlekanovsky, Duvansky, Dyurtyulinsky, Iglinsky,
Ishimbaysky, Karmaskalinsky, Kiginsky, Salavatsky,
Sterlitamaksky, Ufimsky, and Uchalyinsky), as well as
from the urban districts of Ufa, Sterlitamak, and Agidel.
In total, 102 records of Eurasian Crane observations
were registered. The total number of cranes counted
during the campaign amounted to 7,125 individuals.

Records of the Demoiselle Crane were also obtained.
Three individuals were observed in July by I. Gibadullin
near a horse farm in the vicinity of Kadyrovo village
(Salavatsky District). Two individuals were sighted on
15 July by M. Snegiryov and R. Ismagilova in the vicinity
of Akyar village, Khaibullinsky District.

The Demoiselle Crane is listed in the Red Data Book of
the Russian Federation (2021) and the Red Data Book
of the Republic of Bashkortostan (2025). The Eurasian
Crane is included in Appendix Il of the Red Data Book
of the Republic of Bashkortostan (2025) as a species
requiring special attention to its conservation status in
the wild.

In 2025, the highest numbers of submitted reports
were recorded in the Salavatsky District (Yangantau
Geopark: 23 observers, 26 records), Karmaskalinsky
District (12 observers, 21 records), and Abzelilovsky and
Arkhangelsky districts (3 and 5 observers, respectively;
8 records each).

The largest number of individual submissions was
made by A. Sagitova (8 records), who conducted
observations of Eurasian Cranes near Pribelsky village
(Karmaskalinsky District) from 15 August to 4 October.
On 22 and 23 September, she also recorded crane
congregations in the same area numbering 125 and
more than 250 individuals, respectively (Table 1).

The maximum numbers of cranes were recorded at
staging areas (Table 1, Fig. 1):

* 1,000-1,500 individuals on 3 October between the
villages of Maly Nagadak and Tatarsky Nagadak
(Aurgazinsky District; observation by K. Khromov, data
forwarded by R. Galiev);

» approximately 1,000 individuals on 12 September
in the vicinity of Rukhtino village (Duvansky District;
data from hunters forwarded by I. Gibadullin). In the
same area, more than 200 individuals were observed
on 29 August (E. Nazyrov), about 100 individuals on
7 September (R. Zyalyaeva), and about 100 individuals
on 14 September (A. Plotnikova).

Aggregations of 100-200 individuals were recorded in
eight districts (Table 1, Fig. 1): Arkhangelsky, Duvansky,
Gafuriysky, Ishimbaysky, Karmaskalinsky, Salavatsky,
Sterlitamaksky, and Ufimsky (Fig. 2).

All participants of the crane census received electronic
certificates of participation. Observers who submitted
the most valuable data were awarded commemorative
prizes and certificates of merit.
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
